CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our
Ukrainian Catholic Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other,
and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are cus-
toms and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully
and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine
Liturgy has begun, try to enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the
church when the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.
Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medi-
cine can be consumed, of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while
in church. Once you enter the church — it is not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly
and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more
important. Sssshhhh.

135 The Lord called humankind to holiness in freedom and responsibility: “If you choose, you can keep the
commandments; and to act faithfully is a matter of you own choice” (Sir 15:15). God settled humanity in Para-
dise. He gave them freedom and the commandment to actualize it, symbolized in the prohibition to eat of the
tree of knowledge of good and evil: “You may freely eat of every tree of the garden; but of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat’ (Gn 2:16-17). Saint Gregory the Theologian interprets this com-
mandment in the following way:

[God] gave him a Law as material for his free will to act upon. This Law was a commandment as to what plants he
might partake of, and which one he might not touch. This latter was the tree of knowledge; not, however, be-
cause it was evil from the beginning when planted; nor was it forbidden because God grudged it to humankind ~

.. But it would have been good if partaken of at the proper time; for the tree was, according to my theory, ist Our Pascha
Contemplation, which it is only safe for those who have reached maturity of habit to enter upon; but which is MOFTHE
not good for those who are still somewhat simple and greedy. e

136 The Creator, having fashioned humanity freely out of love, calls us to love—the highest creative expression of a person. For
this God grants us freedom. Human love flows from God as from a wellspring, for “God is love” (1 Jn 4:8). Freedom belongs to
God’s image in humankind; therefore, his grace does not abolish our freedom.

137 The most profound dimension of human freedom consists in being able to freely choose God and to be with him. This is the
good. Yet with this same freedom, we can also reject our relationship with God---and this is evil. To be free is to possess the ca-
pacity for unfettered self-determination. Evil, in fact, does not belong to creation; it only appears when humanity renounces the
choice for good, and thus abuses its freedom. As God’s gift, freedom is strengthened through every free choice of the good. On the
other hand, it is limited when humanity becomes dependent upon evil which is a consequence of its renouncing the good.
