CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Re spect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS: WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candle s or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greek Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) start-
ing with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief
bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that
church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let’s preserve and promote our
own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. Itis a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church —it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers. Thank you for your consideration.

Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb others who want to stay and pray. So,
please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

And having lived in this world, giving us saving commandments, and turning us from the error of idols, he brought us to
the knowledge of you, the true God and Father, and acquired us form himself as a people all his own, a royal priest- «
hood, a holy nation. And when he had cleansed us by water and sanctified us by the Holy Spirit, he gave himself as an :

2. The Proclamation of the Kingdom of God T
a. The Announcement of the Kingdom: The Sermon on the Mount (Mt 5-7) 2

205 The Sermon on the Mount reveals life in God’s kingdom and points to the fact that the kingdom of
God is God’s gift, not something earned through works of the Law. Only by receiving the kingdom in faith
and obedience to the will of God does a human being become the” salt of the earth” and the “light of the
world” (see Mt 5:13-16).

206 Christ does not replace the Law with the Sermon on the Mount: “Do not think that I have come to
abolish the law or the prophets; I have come not to abolish but to fulfil them” (Mt 5:17). Christ rather dis-
closes the full meaning of the Old Testament commandments:

You have heard that it is said to those of ancient times, “You shall not murder;” and “whoever murders shall be (@) et IR@ I T b
liable to judgement.” But I say to you that if you are angry with a brother or sister, you will be liable to |EEENSSESHEEEEIT
judgement . You have heard that it was said ... But I say to you ... Be perfect, therefore, as your heaven]y M-
Father is perfect (Mt 5:21-22; 27-28, 48).

207 The kingdom of God is a gift of God’s love: “I give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as [ have loved
you, you also should one another” (Jn 13:34). When we receive divine love into our life, we begin to perceive others in a new way- .
--as our neighbors (see Lk 10:25-37). The power of love even conquers hatred towards enernies: :

You have heard it said, “You shall love your neighbor and hate your enemy.” But I say to you: Love your enemies and pray for those
who persecute you, so that you may be children of your Father in heaven; for he makes his sun rise on the evil and on the good, :
and sends rain on the righteous and on the unrighteous (Mt 5:43-45). i

208 The kingdom of God is a kingdom of God’s justice---the will of the Father, as proclaimed by Jesus Christ: “Strive first for
the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things shall be yours as well” (Mt 6:33). When “sons and daughters of the ¢
kingdom” do not live by the word of Christ, they become like salt that has lost its taste, or as light that has been extinguished: “If
then the light in you is darkness, how great is the darkness!” (Mt 6:23). Everyone who does the will of the Father builds his life
upon rock: “Everyone then who hears these words of mine and acts on them will be like a wise man who built his house on rock. «
The rain fell, the floods came, and the winds blew and beat on that house, but it did not fall, because it had been founded on :
