CHURCH TRADITIONS & ETIQUETTE: Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred space. In our Ukrainian Catholic
Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and
His house translates to respect for all of His creation. The following guidelines are customs and traditions of etiquette that we need to be aware of as
Catholic faithful. Please read the following information prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love and
compassion for all the faithful.

PRESERVE AND PROMOTE OUR OWN TRADITIONS. WHEN YOU ENTER CHURCH, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front, in
the middle of church — we are to make the sign of the cross, bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there (we are excused of kissing the cross
and/or icons at this time due to the pandemic). We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for
Liturgy. In our Ukrainian Greco-Catholic Churches, we make the Sign of the Cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers) start-
ing with our forehead, then to our mid-chest, then to our right shoulder first, then the left shoulder. Also in our churches, we do not genuflect (brief
bending of the right knee towards the altar) - instead we make the sign of the cross the Eastern way, and bow towards the altar. And remember that
church is a holy place, so try to keep quiet (not to talk or laugh loudly) before, during, or after the church services. Let's preserve and promote our
own and beautiful traditions.

Entering the Church. Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to
enter the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not be walking in or around the church when the Gospel is being read, when a
procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congregation.

Fast before the Liturgy. It is a Church law that one fasts for at least 1 hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can be consumed,
of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to receive Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the church — it is
not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must talk - do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your conversation might
be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which is much more important. Sssshhhh.

Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday ones) and if you do
use one, please walk out of church to do so. Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is appropriate, but try to be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won't disturb
others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions. When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our clothes should
be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut blouses can be perceived as
disrespectful and could be offensive to other worshipers.

II. THE PRAYER OF THE CHURCH COMMUNITY.

C. The Holy Mysteries of Christian Life
a. The Mystery---Christ is in our Midst

403 In Holy Scripture and the teaching of the Fathers, the meaning of the term mystery [which is the word
for sacrament in various Eastern Christian languages] is particularly extensive. “The mystery of God’s will”
is what Saint Paul calls God’s “plan for the fullness of time, to gather up all things in [Christ], things in
heaven and things on earth” (Eph 1:9-10). For Christians, mystery ultimately means Christ in our midst (see
Col 1:27). Therefore, knowledge of the mystery of God’s salvation is the knowledge of Christ, “in whom are
hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge” (Col 2:3). Briefly stated, mystery—the Mystery—is
Christ, and all that he did and does for us.

404 After his Ascension, Christ continues to remain among his disciples—Christians throughout the ages—
and to act for their and the whole world’s salvation. We proclaim this in the kontakion of the feast: “You . ,
ascended in glory, O Christ our God, in no way distant, but remaining inseparable.” These words echo the Christ Our Pa’SCha :
Lord’s assurance: “And remember, I am with you always to the end of the age” (Mt 28:20). In his Church, CATHOLIC CHURCH
Christ continues to teach, feed, heal forgive, and revive. Thus, the Church herself can be called the mystery
of his presence, the place Where God and people meet. The ﬁfth -century Pope of Rome Saint Leo the Great Explained: “that which |
till then [Christ’s Ascension] was visible of our Redeemer was changed into a sacramental presence.”

b. The Seven Sacramental Mysteries ,

405 The saving and sanctifying action of the Church is accomplished in seven Holy Mysteries. These are: Baptism, Chrismation, Eu-

charist, Repentance, Holy Anointing, Marriage, and Orders. Through these sacred actions of the Church, Christ grants the grace
of the Holy Spirit. Through these Mysteries the Church sanctifies the faithful on their journey to the fullness of life in Christ.
Through visible signs (e.g., water, chrism, bread and wine, the laying on of hands) Christ builds up his Church in the Holy Mys-
teries. In the liturgical actions of the Mysteries it is God’s grace that acts, and believers enter into God’s life. By participating in «
the visible form of a Mystery, that is, through the liturgical action, we become partakers of God’s salvific action of grace. “[The
unbeliever], hearing of a laver, counts it merely as water: but I behold not simply the thing which is seen, but the purification of
the soul which is by the Spirit.” The external form of the rite and its material expressions are vital as they signify our deification ;
and manifest the first fruits of transfigured nature.
c. The Holy Mysteries Are a Synergy of God and Human Persons

406 The synergy, or joint operation, of God and human persons in the Mysteries, manifests itself as an exchange in which God -
discloses himself in love, grants his grace—his very life—to human persons, who receive this gift and in turn respond in love. The «
salvation of men and women consists precisely in their becoming capable, in Christ, of loving as Christ loved us (see Jn 13:34). In
opening themselves to the gift of grace, human persons fully abandon themselves to the will of God in order to grow in faith, hope, «
and love, even “to the measure of the full stature of Christ” (Eph 4:13).

d. The Mystical Life of the Church

407 Through Baptism, Chrismation, and the Eucharist, called the Mysteries of Christian Initiation, a person becomes a member
of the Body of Christ and is enabled to participate in Christ’s priesthood, kingship, and prophetic mission. Through the Mysteries
of Repentance and Anointing, called Mysteries of Healing, we receive both spiritual and physical healing. Through the Mysteries :
of Service, Priesthood and Marriage, Christians are consecrated to the service of the ecclesial community or to the domestic |
