CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet.

Thank you for your consideration. Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you
won’t disturb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

SPECIAL REQUEST: At the conclusion of each Divine Liturgy, please return Liturgy books and prayer cards to their bins. Also,
please do not leave any church bulletins or other your reading material in the pews.

552 The First Hour is celebrated at the end of Matins, since together with Matins it is a prayerful begin-
ning of the day: “O Christ, the true Light, you enlighten and sanctify everyone who comes into the world;
let the light of your countenance be signed upon us, that in it we may see your unapproachable light.” The
Third Hour serves to commemorate the hour when the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles. Saint
Basil teaches:

At the third hour, the brethren must assemble and betake themselves to prayer, even if they may have dis-
persed to their various employments. Recalling to mind the gift of the Holy Spirit bestowed upon the
apostles at this third hour, all should worship together, so that they also may become worthy to receive the
gift of sanctity. And they should implore the guidance of the Holy Spirit in what is good and useful, ac- ,
cording to the words: “Cast me not away from Your face, and take not Your Holy Spirit from me” [Ps 50 (@4t R @Azl eIs Pl -
[51]:11]. Again, it is said elsewhere: “Your good spirit shall lead me into the right land” [Ps 142[143]:10]. |RSNESEERSIENETD
And having prayed thus, we should again apply ourselves to our tasks. S

553 At the Sixth Hour, the Church commemorates Christ’s Passion on the cross. The psalms of this Hour, which describe the
sufferings of a just man who placed his hope in the Lord, prophetically point to the sufferings of Jesus Christ. Our Savior’s ex- |
ample shows that our salvation is joined to struggles and possible sufferings. They become for each of us the daily crosses from
which we should not shrink. Instead, we must bear them boldly until the moment of our own passage to eternity. Therefore, at the
Lenten Sixth Hour we entreat the Lord: “O you who on the sixth day and at the sixth hour nailed to the cross the sin which the
presumptuous Adam committed in paradise: tear asunder also the record of our sins, O Christ God, and save us.” The Lenten -
Sixth Hour had other features. It includes daily readings from the prophet Isaiah and from the ascetic roadmap—7he Ladder of
Divine Ascent by Saint John Climacus (whose appellative means of the Ladder). §

554 In the Ninth Hour we prayerfully commemorate the life-giving death of the Savior on the wood of the Cross (see Mk
15:30). We entreat him in prayer: “O Lord, who for our sake endured bodily death at the ninth hour, mortify the desires of our
flesh, O Christ our God, and save us.” In praying the Ninth Hour we overcome the fear of death, because we know that death |
