CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that
express the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for
all of his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to
shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Commun-
ion. Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate mo-
ment. It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the
priest is facing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally
our right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/
or icons at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take
our place for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

I. THE SPIRITUAL LIFE—LIFE IN THE HOLY SPIRIT
A. The Signs, Gifts, and Fruits of the Holy Spirit’s Action
B. Christian Morality as a Liturgy of Life
723 The spiritual life flows from God’s action in us and for us: “For God so loved the
world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but
may have eternal life” (Jn 3:16). This action of God is also called a service, a “liturgy” of
God for us: “The Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a
ransom for many” (Mt 20:28). Therefore the Christian’s entire spiritual life is service to
God and neighbor— “a liturgy of life.” Thus, we join ourselves to God’s service with our . :
own service. To live this liturgical life means to show love for God and neighbor through Christ Our Paschal
thought, word, and deed. CATECHISM OF THI
724 This liturgy of life is an icon of the Divine Liturgy. In it the Christian, who is served |
by the Lord, begins to serve God and neighbor. Jesus Christ gave an example of this ser-
vice when at the Last Supper he washed the feet of his disciples and then said, “For I have set you and example, that :
you also should do as I have done to you” (Jn 13:15). Christ’s service becomes the source and foundation of Christian
life. Having received mercy, forgiveness, and healing from Christ, we recreate them in the actions we perform every
day. ’
