CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that
express the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for
all of his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to
shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Commun-
ion. Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate mo-
ment. It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the
priest is facing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally
our right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/
or icons at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take
our place for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

728 Human beings reveal themselves in their personal actions and at the same time through them
“create” themselves. A person’s actions have a clearly marked personal character and constitute the
style or manner of his or her existence. According to the teaching of Saint John of Damascus, a human
being is the author of his or her moral behavior. Just as the divine Person, the human person initiates
their own actions. Created in the image of God, a human being is a rational being, capable of self-
control and self-determination, and is, therefore, morally responsible for his or her actions.

natural needs of the human organism, spontaneous movements, and the like. ¢

731 Moral acts are those actions performed consciously with the assent of one’s personal will. Like God, a human being is the
author of his or her own actions, is capable of planning them deliberately and performing them without external coercion. The
capacity to control oneself, to initiate actions independently, and to execute them is the foundation of a person’s dignity as well
as of his or her responsibility. Unlike the action of God, the moral acts of a human being may be morally good or morally evil. ¢
