CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that
express the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for
all of his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to
shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Commun-
ion. Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate mo-
ment. It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the
priest is facing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally
our right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/
or icons at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take
our place for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

A. Foundations of the Spiritual Life
3. Human Freedom and the Moral Person’s Responsibility

732 Freedom is a human being’s conscious and voluntary choice of God as Father and the acceptance of God’s call to partici-
pate in the eternal life of the Most Holy Trinity. At their creation, man and woman received the capacity to make choices and, by ;
choosing correctly, to pass to true freedom. Only by consciously and willingly choosing God does a human being become fully
free, living in the freedom of God himself.

733 In paradise man and woman received God’s commandment as a guide along the way. The commandment is to assist us in
making the right choice and provides the opportunity to choose true freedom. God’s commandment is
liberating because it gives a human being freedom. True freedom can never be in opposition to God’s
Truth and Law, or separated from them. Christ teaches: “If you continue in my word, you are truly my
disciples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free” (Jn 8:31-32).

734 The Holy Fathers teach that as a consequence of the sin of our first ancestors we lost the fullness
of freedom, that is, we became inclined to choose evil. Because of this, we found ourselves enslaved by
sin, from which we can be rescued only by the Saviour. Christ—the way, the truth, and the life (see Jn
14:6)—opened the road to the Father in the Holy Spirit and showed humankind the way to true libera-
tion and growth in divine freedom.

735 Before the coming of Christ, the Law of Moses (see Gal 3:24), expressed in God’s Ten command-
ments, was the guardian leading to Christ the Saviour. These Commandments were given by God on L
Mount Sinai (see Ex 20:2-17; Dt 5:6-21): N = &
