CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

B. The Spirituality of the Heart

1. The Heart—The Core of the Human Person

747 Holy Scripture speaks of the heart as the inner essence of a human being and the core, or center,
of the entire person. “Just as water reflects the face, so one human heart reflects another.” (Prv
27:19). The spiritual and moral state of the whole person depends on the state of the heart. The heart
is the seat not only of feelings, but also of cognition, self-awareness and consciousness, as well as a
human being’s other spiritual powers.

748 The heart is the sanctuary of the human being, where one stands before the face of God. In Holy
Scripture, we read about the “thoughts and intentions of the heart” (Heb 4:12), where the heart consti-
tutes the very essence of a person, the “place” where a person assumes responsibility and opens or
closes oneself to God’s actions. The heart is also the seat of the will. It makes decisions (see 1 Cor
4:5; 2 Cor 7:9, 8:16), and from it come good and evil intentions (see Mt 15:19; Rom 10:1; Is 57:17),
and love of God and neighbor (see Mt22:37; Mk 12:30-33, Lk 10:27).

749 According to Holy Scripture, all human emotions are proper to the heart: it rejoices (see Jer
15:16; Ps27[28]:9), sorrows (Ps 24[25]:17), suffers anguish (Jer 4:19), rages (Prv 19:3) and envies
(Jas 3:14). God alone can plumb the depths of the human heart: “for the Lord does not see as mortals
see; they look on the outward appearance, but the Lord look at the heart” (1 Sam 16:7). God tests the CATECHISM OF THE
mind and searches the heart (see Jer 17:10). In God, human beings come to recognize themselves and |
contemplate the depths of their own hearts. <

750 One of the active manifestations of the heart is a person’s conscience. The term “conscience” comes from the Latin consci-
entia (joint knowledge). Similarly, the Ukrainian term sovist comes form the Church Slavonic so-vidaty (to know jointly). Con-
science involves not so much the knowledge held by an individual, or some kind of “subjective truth,” but joint knowledge with :
the Divine Persons for the purpose of joint action with them. Holy Scripture tells of the human heart’s capacity to distinguish
between good and evil. King Solomon prayed for “wisdom of the heart” in order to discern between good and evil (see 1 Kgs ¢
3:9). In the Gospels, Christ indicates that the heart can be the source of both moral good and moral evil (see Lk 6:45; Mt 12:35). ¢

751 In accordance with the tradition of the Holy Fathers, conscience is the most important factor in a person’s being. As Abba «
Dorotheus teaches: :

When God created man, he breathed into him something divine, as it were, a hot and bright spark added to reason, which lit up the
mind and showed him the difference between right and wrong. This is called the conscience, which is the law of his nature ... it
is something divinely implanted in us, as we have said, and it can never be destroyed. It always patiently reminds us of our du-
ties.”

Saint Clement of Alexandria teaches: “One’s own conscience is best for choosing accurately or shunning. And its firm founda-
tion is a right life.” Saint John Chrysostom declares: “God put within our mind a judge so ever-watchful and vigilant—I mean :
conscience. It is impossible that any judge among men and women should be so indefatigable as our conscience is.” ;
