CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

B. The Spirituality of the Heart

2. Internal Watchfulness (Attentiveness) and Guarding of the Heart

752 Human thoughts and decisions are born in the heart; it is where intentions and aspirations emerge; it
is the source of will and desires. The Christian is called to cultivate the “field” of his or her heart and be
careful that the “seed of the enemy” not enter therein (see Mt 13:24-30).

753 Being attentive to the heart is first and foremost about dismissing evil thoughts and guarding the
heart with sensitivity. Saint Macarius the Great teaches the following:

[As with the eye] so it is with the mind toward the heart. And the heart itself is but a small vessel, yet there
also are dragons and there are lions; there are poisonous beasts and all the treasures of evil. And there are
rough and uneven roads; there are precipices. But there is also God, also the angels, the life and the king-
dom, the light and the apostles, the treasure of grace—there are all things.

754 When the inner watchfulness of the intellect turns its attention to the heart, a person becomes capa-
ble of knowing himself or herself better. The intellect, directed to the heart, becomes liberated from Christ Our Pascha
flawed intentions and thoughts. The spiritual Fathers refer to this state as the quieting (from the Greek CATECHISM OF THE

hesychia) of the intellect. Internally watchful persons can “see” themselves in the light of God’s grace S

and discover what is happening within the world of their interior self. They discover the strong and weak aspects of their charac-
ter, and their capabilities and talents; they begin to perceive their secret inclinations and aspirations.
