CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

II. THE PERSON IN CHRIST AS A NEW CREATION

C. An Ascesis which Purifies

755 Ascesis (from the Greek meaning exercise) is a Christian’s constant battle with one’s faults, pas-
sions, and sinful inclinations. Ascetical efforts have a therapeutic character, inasmuch as they help a per-
son cooperate with God’s grace. Grace cleanses one of sin and heals the wounds that it inflicts. Such
cleaning requires that we not only renounce whatever leads to sin, but also whatever encourages it. The
apostle Paul calls ever y Christian to undertake that kind of ascesis:

So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus. Therefore, do not let sin
exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions. No longer present your mem-
bers to sin as instruments of wickedness, but present yourselves to God as those who have been brought
from death to life, and present your members to God as instruments of righteousness (Rom 6:11-13).

1. Sin in Human Life

756 Having been created by God, human beings are called to grow into the freedom of the children of
God (see Rom 8:21). But they have not always been faithful to this vocation. Adam and Eve, having suc-
cumbed to deception, rejected God’s will and thus weakened their ability to exercise the gift of freedom. AT OIS ORI
Christian tradition refers to this refusal to obey God as sin. Having sinned, humanity placed itself in an [
unnatural condition: separation from God and alienation from neighbors.

757 Christian tradition regards sin as an illness, which distorts one’s divine image. In one of the troparia of the Parastas service,
we sing, “I am the image of your ineffable glory, though I bear the brands of transgressions.” Therefore, a sinful person does not
so much deserve condemnation as require healing—God’s mercy and forgiveness. Thus, a sinner is ill and Christ is the physi-
cian. “Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick” (Mt 9:12).

758 Sin is, first of all, a person’s state that manifests itself in actions, and a sinful deed is the conscious and voluntary violation
of God’s commandment. Violation of even one of God’s commandments is a violation of all of God’s Law. “For whoever keeps
the whole law but fails in one point has become accountable [guilty] for all of it. For he who said, ‘You shall not commit adul-
tery,” also said, “You shall not murder.” Now if you do not commit adultery but if you murder, you have become a transgressor of
the law” (Jas 2:10-11). As one illness can cause another, so one sin leads to another. Saint John of Damascus emphasizes that
there are eight evil “thoughts” (in Greek, logismoi), that give rise to sin: gluttony, lust, avarice (love of money), melancholy, an-
ger, acedia (despondency), vainglory, and price. We call them the capital sins as they are the root of all other sinful acts.
