CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

CELL PHONES: Should never be used in church for calls or texting except in extreme emergency. If you must use your phone,
please walk outside. If you are using your phone for readings or prayers, please be discreet. Thank you for your consideration.
LEAVE QUIETLY. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you are outside of the church you won’t disturb others who
want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and then visit afterward.

c. Avarice (Love of Money) and Its Opposite Virtue—Generosity

764 Avarice is a passion _for money and material goods. The Holy Fathers taught that love of wealth is not

: part of man’s innate nature, but appears as a distortion of man’s desire for eternal life. The passion for ac-
quiring wealth, which takes possession of a person, makes one a slave to money. The acquisition of wealth
becomes an end in itself and leads to various sins. Such a passion gives rise to the illusion of one’s self-
sufficiency as we come to rely solely on material goods. Saint John Chrysostom teaches:

Wealth is not a bad thing, but avarice and love of money are. A covetous person is one thing, and a rich person
is another thing. The covetous person is not rich; he is in want of many things, and while he needs many
things, he can never be rich. The covetous man is a keeper, not a master, of wealth; a slave, not a lord.

< Saint John Climacus regards avarice and greed as idolatry, since in such blindness a person places all his

hopes in earthly goods.

765 The virtue of generosity and its concrete expression, almsgiving, make a person capable of properly [ ECHISM OF Tl

managing material goods and growing rich in God. Saint John Chrysostom exhorts:
And let there be no gold lying by in their houses, but that which is more precious than millions of money, that is, alms and love to
man, for your treasure. For this gives us boldness toward God, but the other... causes the devil to bear hard upon us... Arm you
right hand against him... stow away all your fortune in your mind, and instead of a chest and a house, let heaven keep your
gold... Why then do we, to the neglect of our own selves, waste all our attention upon those things, which when we are gone we «
can no longer reach, and often even while we stay here we cannot keep hold of, when we might have such riches as to be found
not in this life only, but also in that, in the easiest circumstances? (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
