BUILDING IMPROVEMENTS: You may have noticed that we have been working on some long overdue projects at the Cathe-
dral and the Hall, thanks to the generosity of our parishioners and friends, and to various fundraising efforts. We will continue to
work on updating systems and structures as funds become available.

CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that ex-
press the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of
his creation. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd
with love and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and
tight, short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment.
It is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is fac-
ing the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the
sign of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our
right shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons
at this time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place
for Liturgy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

e. Anger and Its Opposite Virtue—Long-suffering
¥ 768 Anger as a passion is not merely a feeling of malice. It is the state of a person who aggressively de-
fends his or her existence without hope in God and to the detriment of one’s neighbor. The Holy Fathers
differentiate between three types of anger: 1) anger that burns within - this is a state of the soul in which a
person loses internal tranquility and is overcome by feelings of malice, offence, and irritation; 2) anger
manifested in word and deed, in speech that is coarse and devoid of gentleness and love. The most com-
mon manifestations of this anger are flashes of rage, the intentional humiliation of one’s neighbor, giving
offence of rage, the intentional humiliation of one’s neighbor, giving offence to another, and calumny.
Saint John Chrysostom teaches: “When you inflict insults, then you are defeated, not by another person, [ 4P
but by what is far more disgraceful, by the slavish passion of anger. However, if you remain silent, then .
you will conquer;” and 3) anger that seethes for a long time or resentment — this sort of anger is particu- Christ Our Pascha &
larly ruinous for a person, since he or she consciously refuses to forgive and insult or a wrong, and burns [Fes SRS
with a yearning for revenge.
769 Anger is an especially dangerous passion because it gives rise to violence, murder, division, and war. In The Shepherd of
Hermas, anger is called the angel of evil which rules over a person: “When anger comes upon you, or harshness, know that he
[the angel of malice] is in you.”
£ 770 The virtue of long-suffering, which we also call patience or quiet gentleness, is characterized by confidence in the protec-
tion of God, and thus allows one to resist human anger. “Fret not yourself because of the wicked, be not envious of wrongdoers!
... Hope in the Lord, and do good; so you will dwell in the land and be fed with its wealth ... Be still before the Lord and wait
patiently for him” (Ps 36[37]: 1, 3, 7). Saint John Chrysostom teaches: “For if we show patience, we shall be invincible; and
there is nobody either great or small, who will have power to hurt us.” (will be cont’d in next bulletins)
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
