CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

2. Types of Prayer. a. Praise CETER B A

810 The prayer of praise is the fruit of our communication with God. It blossoms as we become by g
aware of God’s inexpressible greatness, as well as his unspeakable goodness and infinite mercy
towards us. Feeling ourselves to be in the light of God’s glory, we express our spiritual enthusi-
asm in a prayer of praise: “For all glory, honor and worship befit you, Father, Son and Holy
Spirit, now and for ever and ever. Amen.”

811 Saint Irenaeus of Lyons teaches that human beings are called to praise the Lord, since they
were created to partake of his glory.

Those who are in light do not themselves illumine the light, but are illumined and revealed by it:
they do certainly contribute nothing to it, but, receiving the benefit, they are illumined by the
light. Thus, also, service [rendered] to God does indeed profit God nothing, nor has God need of]
human obedience; but he grants to those who follow and serve him life and incorruption and
eternal glory ... we do participate in the glory of the Lord, who has both formed us and prepared
us for this, that when we are with him, we may partake of his glory.

“Offer to God a sacrifice of thanksgiving ... The one who brings thanksgiving as his sacrifice glori-

fies me; to one who orders his way rightly I will show the salvation of God!” (Ps 49[50]: 14,23). IR M R

812 The fruit of such prayerful praise is that the Lord illumines us and fills us with the light of his S o

unapproachable glory. The person who pralses the Lord comes to bear the likeness of the One who is praised. This is ex-
plained by the apostle Paul when he writes: “And all of us, with unveiled faces, seeing the glory of the Lord as though «
reflected in a mirror, are being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another; for this comes from
the Lord, the Spirit” (2 Cor 3:18).
