CHURCH PRACTICES AND TRADITIONS: In our Ukrainian Catholic Church, we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence that is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Respect for God and His house translates to respect for all of his crea-
tion. Please read the following set of practices prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obligation to shepherd with love
and compassion for all the faithful.

PROPER CHURCH ATTIRE: Church is a sacred place and our clothes should be modest and tasteful. Shorts, sneakers and tight,
short or revealing clothing is considered inappropriate.

FAST BEFORE LITURGY: Church law requires us to fast at least 1 hour before the Liturgy for receiving the Holy Communion.
Water and medicine are permitted.

ARRIVE ON TIME: If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, enter quietly and access your seat at an appropriate moment. It
is not proper to walk around while the Gospel is being read, when a procession is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing
the congregation.

ENTRANCE: Upon entering Church, it is customary to first go to the Tetrapod Table up front in the middle of church, make the sign
of the cross (holding together the right thumb, index and middle fingers, we touch our forehead, then mid-chest, and finally our right
shoulder, then left shoulder) bow, and kiss the icon and cross displayed there. (We are excused of kissing the cross and/or icons at this
time due to the pandemic.) We then bow and make the sign of the cross again, and then go to light candles or take our place for Litur-
gy. This is not the time to visit with friends and talk or laugh. Sssshhhh.

II. THE PERSON IN CHRIST AS A NEW CREATION

F. Ascesis that Enlightens
2. Spiritual Fatherhood / Motherhood

826 In his ministry, a spiritual father (or mother) is called to lead his spiritual children on the path of
holiness. In addition to the proclamation of God’s Word, and the sanctification of people by grace in the
Holy Mysteries, spiritual direction is one of the important forms of the Church’s ministry as regards our
salvation. This fatherhood or motherhood consists of caring for people’s spiritual growth. It provides
direction during their entire journey of Christian living.

827 Spiritual fatherhood/motherhood in the Church flows from the life of the Most Holy Trinity. In the
Most Holy Trinity, the Father is the source of the begetting of the Son and the proceeding of the Holy
Spirit. The Father grants us eternal life through his Only-Begotten Son in the Holy Spirit. Hence, the
Christian, born in the bosom of the Church “from above” (see Jn 3:7) “of water and the Spirit” (see Jn
3:5), is called to transmit divine life through preaching and witness. This is emphasized by the apostle to
the Gentiles writing to the Corinthians: “For though you might have ten thousand guardians in Christ, a0 P
you do not have many fathers. Indeed, in Christ Jesus I became your father through the gospel” (1 Cor hatal 1st Uur Fascha ,

828 In spiritual direction, individuals with greater spiritual experience direct the less experienced along e
the path of their spiritual perfection. Spiritual direction is accomplished by the grace of the Holy Spirit, who inspires the guide ¢
and enlightens the disciple. Therefore, in spiritual direction one is led in the ways of God and is taught to listen the Lord’s voice :
and live according to his commands. With the help of the spiritual father/mother’s counsel, a spiritual child makes a choice en-
lightened by a calling from God. This calling determines the kind of service that one will render with his or her life. It also dis-
closes and enfleshes God'’s plan for daily living. '
